I am writing in connection with your letter dated 28th September 2005 regarding the planning application for the “Demolition of existing building and erection of 7 storey building plus basement to accommodate 87 residential units (use class C3) and 564 sqm of offices (use class B1) on part of ground floor with associated public realm and incidental works” at the above address.

Whilst the proposal is unlikely to harm the setting and appearance of the City of London, I am concerned that the proposed redevelopment would result in the loss of an established sporting facility resulting in the reduction of sporting/community facilities available to the residents and workers of Islington and the City.  This is contrary to policies C4, C5, R17 and R18 of the London Borough of Islington Unitary Development Plan 2002 which seek to retain and encourage a range of easily accessible community and recreation facilities for local residents and workers.
