The Lord Mayor, Alderman Michael Savory, has asked me to thank you for your email of 7th April 2005, about the planning application with Islington Borough Council which could lead to the closure of Lambs Squash Club’s nine courts, and to reply on his behalf.


The sports development team at the Corporation of London work hard to provide facilities and to encourage all ages and abilities to take part in sport and leisure activities, for the reasons you have set out, and particularly to promote public health.  The City population already has very limited access to sports facilities, and therefore the loss of this facility would not be in the health interests of those who currently use it.


As a neighbouring borough, Islington will consult the Corporation on this planning application, and we shall convey to them our views about the negative impact that closure would have on the attractiveness of the City as a workplace and on public health.
