I refer to our earlier correspondence. As you may be aware the developer has resubmitted an application which fails to address the loss of the sports facility. We know you were consulted last time and will be statutorily consulted again by Islington local authority. We do hope you will continue to support us in our efforts to retain this facility and thank you for your help to date.

We would like to stress that a large proportion of players and members at Lambs are drawn from important and powerful businesses based in the City of London. In addition Lambs for many years, has hosted the Square Mile Squash tournament and other initiatives involving these companies. We know that the City of London has a strong competitor to the east at Canary Wharf and we are aware the 9-court squash facility at Lambs is an important weapon in the Corporation’s armoury when pitching City attractions.

We attach a petition now circulating on the internet and addressed to the Minister of State for Sport, in which we urge him to expropriate the site and secure it in perpetuity for squash use.

We believe that the Corporation of London ought to have a significant interest in acquiring the site from the developer and preserving this important sports facility for its ratepaying community. Our members have made it clear they would be interested in leasing the facility back from yourselves on a very long term basis and at a commercial rent. 

We would like to arrange a meeting with the Lord Mayor and Aldermen and other officials responsible for City of London strategic planning, to discuss how to take this forward. Could you advise on the opportunity for doing so in the next few weeks, preferably before the October 28 planning application deadline? Thank you.
