Proposed redevelopment of Lambs Squash Club

Thank you for your recent letter regarding the above, which has been forwarded to me by the Mayor to respond on his behalf.

We are currently waiting for Islington Council to consult the Mayor of London on the above planning application.  The Mayor's role in this and other strategic planning applications is as a statutory consultee, not as the determining planning authority.  Therefore, your representations should be made in the first instance to Islington Council in their role as the Local Planning Authority.

If Islington Council decides that it is minded to grant permission for the scheme the Mayor does however have the power to direct the Council to refuse planning permission under the Town and Country Planning (Mayor of London) Order 2000.  He can only do this if he considers the application is contrary to the London Plan or would prejudice its implementation, or if it is contrary to good strategic planning in Greater London.  In all cases the Mayor will consider the application on its individual merits; one point being how the scheme responds to, and the Council has dealt with, representations from individuals and statutory consultees.
