 Dear Mr. Pottinger,

 My name is Andrew Daitz and I'm the P.E. Coordinator at Prior Weston
School.   Mary Caven, the Head, passed on your letter of the 8th of May which I
read with interest.  I suppose my first and most immediate question would be in
 relation to "Step 1".  What sorts of numbers of children are you thinking
 visiting the centre during off-peak hours?  If this is during school time,
 it would most likely need to be classes of 30.  This would seem to be a
very difficult size of group for school staff to supervise in a series of
squash  courts. 
 Where I think this idea is extremely workable, would be as a facility for
an after school club (or, possibly a lunch time club, given proximity to the
 new school).  Our clubs tend to end before 17.00 in the evening and can be
 limited to appropriate numbers of participants.  After school clubs would
 allow for a "taster" period for kids who, as far as i know, have no
 experience with squash whatsoever.  As this developed, then the
opportunity  to progress to "Step 2" would, no doubt, be facilitated.  Another question
 is related to equipment.  Does your club have the facility to loan
equipment  to the kids initially?  Or, would parents have to pay for racquets, balls,
 etc.?
 As far as the dance studio and gymnasium facility are concerned, the dance
 studio is the more likely to be used in a "whole class" situation during
 school hours.  It would be interesting to be able to use a proper facility
 during P.E. lessons.  Also, there are after school dance clubs that we
 currently run in the school hall that I'm certain would be keen on the
 space.  For the children to use the gym facilities, there would be issues
of qualified supervision being present in order to help teach how to use the
 equipment sensibly and safely, although I'm sure many staff members would
 wish to take advantage of using the gym on their own time.
